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A long time resident of San Jose, Cindy represented San Jose City Council 
District 3 for eight years, the last two as Vice-Mayor.  Her collaborative 
leadership style resulted in the establishment of the Strong Neighbor-
hoods Initiative, reduced the amount of graf�ti in our neighborhoods, and 
created new ways to support high school and community college based 
programs to better preapre our students to enter the workforce.  

Cindy has also served as the Chair of the Valley Transportation Authority, a 
member of the Healthy Neighborhood Venture Fund, Guadalupe River Park 
& Gardens Task Force, Police and Fire Retirement Board, San Jose Beautiful, 
and as the Leader in Residence at her alma mater San Jose State University.  
More recently she has worked as a research fellow with UC Santa Cruz, Bay 
Area Council and the Urban Land Institute on the CA 2020 project looking 
at green development goals and programs to accommodate anticipated 
statewide population growth.   

She currently resides in the Naglee Park neighborhood of downtown San 
Jose.
